Aditya Degree and P G College NSS Unit 1 successfully conducted a One Day NSS Programme as per the 

circular of APSCHE “Drug – Free Andhra Pradesh” [DFAP] Program for Higher Education dated 

14/10/2024.  The NSS Unit of our college conducted an Anti – Drug rally in the city of Kakinada and also 

as part of Swachata Hi Seva and the circular of APSCHE conducted a Coastal Clean –up drive at Uppada 

beach located in Kakinada.  These two activities were done on the above mentioned date.  

 The NSS student volunteers and Program Officer Mr. B K Vidyasagar approached the Principal Mr. Vilas 

Anil Chavan for the required permission for doing this activity.  With the help of our Principal the needed 

permission was got from the Management of Aditya Institutions for this NSS activity. We also approached 

the concerned authorities for the necessary permission to do the above said activities. In the morning around 

70 NSS student volunteers departed from our college to the place of activity Kakinada.  They were 

accompanied by our Principal Mr. Vilas Anil Chavan, Vice Principal Mr.  P V Nageshwar rao, Assistant 

Staff Coordinator Mr B V S S Udaynadh, College Physical Director Mr. Easwar, lady Faculty members Ms 

Sanskriti Verma and Ms Aanchal to be in charge for the girl students.  Transportation was arranged from a 

Travel Agency in Peddapuram to take all to the venue in Kakinada.  

 The college NSS Unit took out an Anti –Drug rally on reaching the venue.  The students prepared colourful 

placards and held banners of meaningful slogans against drug abuse and its rampant usage among university 

and college students.  All of them also interacted with the public sharing the illicit usage of drug and its 

effects caused on human health.  Some pamphlets and short notices were prepared and distributed to the 

public people at that place.  The rally was conducted peacefully and successfully without much disturbance 

to public activity and hindrance to the daily traffic.     

 After the completion of the Rally, the NSS Unit put into action the next important activity namely Coastal 

Clean-up program.  All the NSS Student Volunteers including the Principal and all Faculty members eagerly 

participated in clearing all the rubbish littered on the beach.  We took along with us from our College NSS 

Store, brooms, dust bins, big sacks to gather the littered items for this clean-up campaign.  The students 

were provided with protective gloves and other safety measures and precautions were taken seriously during 

this clean-up program.   The local authorities also assisted us by providing some necessary logistics.  We 

asked for a vehicle to gather all the rubbish and transport it to the dumping site located on the outskirts of 

the city.  In this clean-up activity the NSS Unit also did some gardening work, removing all outgrown weeds 

and rubbish which was gathered around the tress and flower plants.  Pits were dug around the trees for doing 

proper watering activity on a daily basis.  The coastal clean-up was successfully completed by 3 o clock in 

the evening, giving a new and clean look for the Uppada beach of Kakinada.  We all returned back to college 

after completing the Programme successfully.
