Overview

The Department of Forensic Medicine and Toxicology at RMC/GGH, Kakinada hosted an
educational visit for students from our college over three days, from 18th to 20th June 2024.
The primary focus of the visit was to provide hands-on experience and deeper insights into the
procedures and methodologies of post-mortem examinations.

DAY 1: 18™ JUNE 2024
Participants: 48 students, accompanied by 2 faculty members

The session commenced in the autopsy hall, where Prof. Dr. Uma Maheshwar and Associate
Prof. Dr. P. Phani Kiran welcomed the students and provided an introductory overview of the
field of forensic medicine and the importance of autopsy in legal investigations.

Session 01:
Lead by: Dr. Z. Rajasekhar
Procedure Overview:

External Examination: Dr. Rajasekhar began by explaining the systematic approach to external
examination, highlighting the importance of noting any visible injuries, markings, and external
abnormalities.

Internal Examination: The session continued with a detailed demonstration of the internal
examination process. Dr. Rajasekhar discussed the type of incisions performed, emphasizing
the "I" incision that was performed on the case shown. He meticulously explained the method
used for the removal of organs, ensuring students understood the significance of each step in
determining the cause of death.

Session 02:
Lead by: Dr. S. Aditya Sai Jagadeesh

Procedure Overview:




External Examination: Dr. S. Aditya reiterated the key aspects of the external examination,
focusing on documentation and preservation of evidence. Internal Examination: The internal
examination was demonstrated with a different case study to provide variety. He also elaborated
on the dissection techniques and the proper handling of organs, highlighting the pathological
findings that can aid in legal investigations.

DAY 2: 19™ JUNE 2024
Participants: 22 students, accompanied by 1 faculty member

The final day provided the last group of students an opportunity to observe and learn from
experienced professionals in the field.

External Examination: Dr. P. Prasanth emphasized the meticulous documentation required
during the external examination, including photography and note-taking.

Internal Examination: The session focused on the detailed anatomy and pathology observed
during the internal examination. He discussed the forensic significance of various findings and
their interpretation in the context of criminal investigations.

DAY 3: 20™ JUNE 2024

On the last day, students were given the opportunity to engage in hands-on activities under the
direct supervision of the forensic professionals. This practical experience included:

Guided External Examination: Students participated in the external examination process,
learning to identify and document various injuries and marks on the body.

Supervised Internal Examination: Students assisted in the internal examination, gaining
experience in making precise incisions and carefully removing organs for further study.

Evidence Collection and Preservation: Students were trained on how to properly collect and
preserve forensic evidence, ensuring its integrity for legal proceedings.
