The Department of Forensic Science, Aditya Degree and PG College, Surampalem, organized
a One-Day Moot Court session as part of their academic activities on August 18™ 2024. This
event, which took place in Seminar Hall 2 of Aditya College of Pharmacy located in
Surampalem campus, was a result of a week-long planning and preparation. The session was
divided into two parts, with the forenoon session and the afternoon session.

The day's proceedings began with an inaugural speech by our College Principal, Mr
Vilas Anil Chavan in the presence of Vice Principal Mr N. Nageswara Rao and all faculty
members and students. This was followed by an interactive PowerPoint presentation on today’s
theme event "The Moot Court". On this occasion, faculty members from the Forensic Science

Professor, delivered an insightful introductory session on the theme of Moot Court. They

They also introduced the
newly framed laws implemented in recent times by the Indian government, including the
transition from IPC (Indian Penal Code) to Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita (BNS), CrPC (Criminal
Procedure Code) to Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita, and IEA (Indian Evidence Act) to
Bharatiya Sakshya Adhiniyam. Additionally, faculty from the Cyber Department, Mr. V.
Ameesh and Ms. V. Deexitha Naidu contributed their insights regarding cyber laws and their

role in the judiciary system.

Session 2

The afternoon session featured the main highlight of the day, a live enactment of a Moot Court.
This memorable activity was executed meticulously by a dedicated student team who took on
various roles such as judge, defence lawyers, prosecution lawyers, court clerk, stenographer,
suspects, and victims. The script outlines a moot court event focusing on a criminal trial. The
proceedings begin with the introduction of the case by the judge, followed by the opening
statements from the prosecution and defence teams. The case revolves around a criminal
charge, with the prosecution presenting evidence and witnesses to support their claim, while
the defence counters with arguments to establish reasonable doubt. The event progresses
through the examination and cross-examination of witnesses, highlighting key points in the
case. The judge observes the proceedings, with both sides making compelling arguments. The
script concludes with closing statements from both the prosecution and defence, summarizing
their respective positions, signalling the end of the trial.




After the moot court session concluded, the chief organiser was called upon to express sincere
appreciation and gratitude to all the student participants for enacting their assigned roles with
utmost perfection and dedication.

The organizers invited our Principal, Mr Vilas Anil Chavan to share his thoughts on the
day's activities.
